MAKUHARI SEASIDE PARK
Oasis for Urban Life
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Makuhari Seaside Park is familiar to both citizens
and visitors as a beautiful city park that has a wide
view of greenery, the sea, and the town.

This 72-hectare park contains the Mihama-en
Japanese garden where visitors can relax among
seasonal colors, ZOZO MARINE STADIUM, and
more; providing an oasis from urban life.
Additionally, it boasts a sprawling grassy lawn with
a flower clock decorated with flowers of the four
seasons, and an open space for children to play
(Wanpaku Hiroba). The manmade Makuhari Beach
on the waterfront attracts many visitors to a variety
of events held there.
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The ground itself uses water-absorbing artificial
turf and is 12,773 sq. meters in size. The base-
ball diamond measures 99.5m on each wing,
and 122m in the center.

The stadium has seating capacity for approxi-
mately 30,000.

Venue for professional baseball games as the
Chiba Lotte Marines' home stadium. In addition
to baseball, this multi-purpose stadium is also
used for cultural events such as concerts.

In December 2016 the naming rights changed
and it was rechristened the ZOZO MARINE
STADIUM.
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Marines Store at Marines Museum Building
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This is the flagship Marines Store that adjoins
the ZOZO MARINE STADIUM, home field of the
Chiba Lotte Marines professional baseball team.
In Aprii of 2017, it will be renewed into a larger,
more convenient, easier to familiarize layout.
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Completed in February 2012.

Designed to be reminiscent of an ocean ship, the
facility's slanted outer walls suppress light reflection
and wind damage within the park by blocking out
the afternoon sun in order to maintain the indoors
thermal environment and deflecting strong winds
from the sea.
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Japanese Garden [Mihama-en]
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Area: approximately 1.6ha

This Japanese garden located in Makuhari Seaside
Park (C block) was created to bring together Japanese
culture and global exchange in Makuhari New City.
Different areas of the park, which features a lake and
spring, represent landscapes such as the mountains,
rivers, oceans, and forests.

“shoraitei” a sukiya-style teahouse built with Kitayama
cedar from Kyoto, is located within the park grounds.
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This facility is the heart of the JFA's advocation
for “the spread of athlete development activities,
strengthening the national team, and coach
training”. Additionally, it serves as a location for
the staff of the male and female national teams (in
all categories), instructors of coaches and
referees, and medical, physical, and technical staff
to share the challenges that arise from their daily
activities and come up with solutions for them.
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JFA YUME Field Makuhari onsen Yura no sato
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With “sports-relaxation” as its concept, Yura no Sato
is a day-trip hot spring facility
overlooking Tokyo Bay.

Not only can it be used as a
running station, it is also fully
equipped with multipurpose
rooms where you can enjoy
activities such as  sports
stretching and yoga classes.
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
