An academic environment creating a new culture
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The Academic District was the first
area of Makuhari New City to be
developed. There are now four univer-
sities, three high schools (two of which
provide education from the junior high
level), one technical school, and one
international school. These schools
plus seven training facilities in the area
serve as a center of education for
people from all walks of life, and a
thriving international hub for the
exchange of knowledge that meets
the needs of the 21st century.
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Chiba Prefectural University of Health Sciences
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Opened in April 2009.

Chiba College of Health Sciences and Chiba Prefectural
University of Medical Technology were integrated into a
four-year college with one faculty spread over two campuses.
This university's Faculty of Health Sciences is comprised of
four departments (Nursing Science, Nutritional Science,
Dental Hygiene, and Rehabilitation Therapy (Physical
Therapy Major and Occupational Therapy Major)).
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The Open University of Japan (OUJ)
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Opened in April 1985.
The OUJ s a correspondence university (Department of

Liberal Arts, Faculty of Graduate Studies in Cultural
Science Research) that utilizes television, radio, internet,

and more to provide opportunities for higher education
to working adults as a lifelong learning institution.

With 50 study centers and 7 satellite locations around
the country, OUJ currently boasts around 90,000
students.
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Kanda University of International Studies
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Opened in April 1987.

The Faculty of Foreign Languages offers four departments
(English, Asian Languages, Spanish and Brazilian Portuguese, and
International Communication) as well as the Graduate School
of Language Sciences (Master's and Doctoral programs).

In addition to the Faculty of Foreign Languages, the
university opens a new faculty, the Faculty of Global Liberal
Arts, in spring 2021.

Affiliated programs and facilities include: Japanese
Language and Culture Program, University Library, The
Research Institute for Japanese Studies. Research Institute
of Language Studies and Language Education, Global
Communication Institute, English Language Consultant
Center, Physical Education and Sports Center. Career
Education Center, Multilingual Communication Center,
Center for Teaching English to Children, English Language
Institute, KUIS Press, Volunteer Center, Center of Japanese
for Global Communication, Language, Center for Leaning
and Teaching Innovation etc.
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Kanto college of acupuncture and moxibustion
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Opened in April 1976.

Moved in April 2001.

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CHIBA PREFECTURAL MAKUHARI SOHGO HIGH SCHOOL (GENERAL STUDIES)
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Opened in April 199%.

Makuhari Sohgoh High School is a credit-based high school with an

integrated course curriculum that emphasizes proceeding on to
higher education. It is the largest high school in Chiba Prefecture.
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Opened in April 1984 as Chiba Prefectural Wakaba High School
of Nursing.

Integrated with Chiba Prefectural Makuhari Sohgoh High School in
April 2004,

5 years of integrated training comprising of a Nursing Course
(3years)and the intensive Nursing Studies(2years), qualifies for the
National Nursing Registration Examination.
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Makuhari International School
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Opened in April 2009.

This school was established with the goal of promoting the
internationalization of Chiba City and Chiba Prefecture, and
developing the human resources commonly found in an
international society. The first international kindergarten and
primary school in Japan, it conducts classes in English. This Japanese
school is also in compliance with the School Education Act.

The school mainly accepts children with foreign nationality, dual
nationality, or returnee children.
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Tohto University (Faculty of Human Care at Makuhari)
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The Faculty of Nursing, Human Care Department opened in Makuhari
in April 2018. April 2019 marked the opening of the Department of
Physiotherapy, and the Department of Clinical Engineering opened in
April 2021. Via the study and implementation of “Human Care”, here
they train medical professionals with a love for humans.

From the moment they begin their studies to the moment they start
their next journey, students can rely on the fully developed support
system to become qualified to take the national medical exams for
nursing, public health nursing, physiotherapy, and clinical engineering.
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Makuhari International Training Center
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Opened in November 1984.

Became the Makuhari International Training
Center in April 2013.

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Asian Kitchen Shoku jin, Kanda University
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Asia Kitchen Shokujin is the first university cafeteria in Japan to receive the
“Muslim Friendly -Halal Certification” by NAHA (Nippon Asia Halal Association).
No pork is used in the Halal dishes, dashi is used in place of soy sauce or mirin
(which contain alcohol), and fried foods are cooked using vegetable oil.
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Advanced Polytechnic Center
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Opened in April 1991.
The Advanced Polytechnic Center offers vocational
skill development services based on national policy
to incumbents and employers, mainly from small

and medium-sized companies seeking to cultivate
human resources focused on manufacturing.
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Makuhari Worker's Plaza
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Enhancing the welfare of working citizens, the
Plaza is a central facility for culture, sports, and
recreation.
Open for anybody to use.
Equipped with meeting rooms, a multi-purpose
hall, gymnasium, training room, and more.
Workshops such as yoga and ceramics are
offered.
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Institute of Developing Eccncm\es‘ apan Extemnal Tradle Organization
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Founded in July 1960 as Institute of Developing Economies.

Merged with the Japan External Trade Organization in July 1998.

Moved to Makuhari New City in December 1999.
Serveys and researches the economies and other
matters of developing countries and regions.

The IDE Library boasts a wide selection of materials
and resources to assist research dealing with the
economics, politics and social issues of developing
countries and regions.
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Nat\onal Institute of Vocational Rehabilitation
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Opened in November 1991.

Conducts research and development of vocational
rehabilitation techniques.

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Founded in April 2006.
