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Under the Land Management Project, the Chiba Prefectural
Public Enterprise Bureau has taken control of land and other assets
following the consolidation of land reclamation projects and
carried out the sale, lease, and management of land since FY2016.

As of the end of March 2023, there are approximately 168 hectares
of unappropriated land for sale in industrialized coastal areas and
Chiba New Town, which has a population of about 110,000
people. In addition, approximately 111 hectares of land are leased
to about 70 businesses for residential use in Makuhari Bay Town
and for commercial and industrial use throughout the prefecture.
Makuhari New City has grown into an area that accommodates
around 600 companies and seeks to expand even further through
the advancement of several projects.

Within the Wakaba Residential Area, the development of a new
residential district called Makuhari Bay Park is in progress, and the
first high-rise apartment building opened there in the spring of
2019. Each block is developed based on a mixed-use concept that
vitalizes the area for people of all ages. Facilities for the elderly are
being built in addition to commercial, medical, educational, and
sports facilities. The aim of this project is to further enhance
Makuhari New City and promote Chiba’ s bay area by creating an
environment in which residents from different generations can live
comfortably.

The Public Enterprise Bureau will continue to manage land sales
while taking into account corporate needs and urban development
within Chiba Prefecture.
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
